Twenty-two passages are provided
for you to pray your way through.



The Process:

Write the designated Scripture passage in the space provided.
Consider writing more than one translation or paraphrase it,
writing it in your own words.

Journal your prayers through the acronym for LEAN:
Live life. How is He calling you to live your life?

End your time of prayer asking God to grow your desire to LEAN
on Him and trust solely in Him as the way to live life.



Guidance for praying the Scripture:

e When processing the questions, forget what you think you
know about God. Answer the questions based on what the
Scripture tells you about God, His heart for you, His will, and
about you.

e Let God define Himself according to the Word and by His
Holy Spirit. Seek the true Living God.

e Ask Him to reveal Himself and to reveal what is in your
heart. Take time to listen to His response.

Like a tree. There is one main thing that keeps a tree upright. Its
trunk rooted deeply in the ground feeds and provides life to all the
other branches growing up and out. For people, the one main thing
we are to depend on — lean into — is our relationship with our
Creator. When rooted deeply and solely in God'’s love, life flows into
every other aspect of our lives. We become full and fruitful.

To LEAN on Him means letting all your life flow through God and
His love for you. Make Him the main thing you trust in and lean on
in your life, like a tree rooted deep, seek life from His love.

My blessing is on those people who trust in me,
who put their confidence in me. They will be like a tree
planted near a stream whose roots spread out toward the
water. It has nothing to fear when the heat comes. Its
leaves are always green. It has no need to be concerned
in a year of drought. It does not stop bearing fruit.
